TO REPLACE USA WITH
NORTH AMERICAN UNION
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At their meeting in Waco, Texas, at the
end of March 2005, U.S. President
George W. Bush, Mexican President
Vicente Fox, and Canadian Prime
Minister Paul Martin committed their
governments to a path of cooperation
and joint action. We welcome this
important development and offer this
report to add urgency and specific
recommendations to strengthen their
efforts.
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In March 2005, the leaders of Canada,
Mexico, and the United States adopted
a Security and Prosperity Partnership of
North  America (SPP), establishing
ministerial-level ~ working groups to
address key security and economic
issues facing North America and setting
a short deadline for reporting progress
back to their governments. President
Bush described the significance of the
SPP as putting forward a common
commitment ~ "to  markets  and
democracy, freedom and trade, and
mutual prosperity and security." The
policy framework articulated by the
three leaders is a  significant
commitment that will benefit from broad
discussion and advice. The Task Force
is pleased to provide specific advice on
how the partnership can be pursued
and realized.

To that end, the Task Force proposes
the creation by 2010 of a North
American  community to enhance
security, prosperity, and opportunity.
We propose a community based on the
principle affirmed in the March 2005
Joint Statement of the three leaders
that "our security and prosperity are
mutually dependent and
complementary." Its boundaries will be
defined by a common external tariff and
an outer security perimeter within which
the movement of people, products, and

capital will be legal, orderly and safe. Its
goal will be to guarantee a free, secure,
just, and prosperous North America.
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The three governments should commit
themselves to the long-term goal of
dramatically diminishing the need for
the  current intensity  of  the
governments' physical control of cross-
border traffic, travel, and trade within
North America. A long-term goal for a
North  American border action plan
should be joint screening of travelers
from third countries at their first point of
entry into North America and the
elimination of most controls over the

temporary movement of these travelers
within North America.
